L -Low, M — Medium, and H — High, indicate the difficulty of a question. Group leaders should select
questions that are challenging to their groups but not so difficult that their group members cannot answer.

(A) “He Opened to Us the Scriptures” — Questions for scriptural reading and discussion
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1. [H] What was Moses doing when God appeared to him? And what does this tell
us about Moses and his qualifications for the job that lay ahead?
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2. [L] When Moses came near the burning bush, God called him by name (Ex.3:4).
He then went on to reveal His own name to Moses. What does this suggest about
the  kind of relationship that God  called Moses  into?
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3. [M] Names played an important role in ancient religions. It was believed that if
you possessed the name of a god, you had access to the powers of that god. What
powers did Moses receive after he was given God’s name?
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“Did Not Our Hearts Burn?” — Question for meditation, prayer, and application.
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When Moses receives his initial calling from the Lord, his first reaction is hesitation.
He responds by saying that he is not a good speaker and will not be able to live up to
the demands. Have you ever received God’s calling? How did you respond? How
might Moses’ story change the way you respond the next time?
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
